Introduction

1. Does the essay have an engaging title that makes you want to read it? Does the title help you understand the main idea?
2. Does the essay have an attention-getter in the introduction? Is it effective? Does the introduction narrow to the main idea (thesis)?
3. Does the essay have a clearly stated thesis as one sentence that responds to the prompt? What is it?  Does the author include the characteristics they will discuss?  Does the thesis emphasize similarities, differences, or both?
Body Paragraphs

 4.  Does the essay use a point-by-point or blocking pattern? If so, which one?

 5.  Is the essay organized clearly? Does each paragraph have a topic sentence that introduces the main idea of the paragraph Are there enough transitions between sentences and paragraphs so it reads smoothly? Identify places lacking transitions.
 6.  Identify passages where the language is too vague and needs more concrete and specific language. The body paragraphs especially should be full of specific details and examples. 
  7.  Look at the quote/example analysis.   Does the author explain the comparisons/contrasts and provide analysis that relates to the paragraph’s topic?  If not, indicate on the draft where the author needs to give me MORE!  
  8.  Does the author introduce all quotes with a correct introductory phrase or integrate it correctly in a sentence?  If not, note areas where this needs to be done.
